Say it: ñGod is good all the time.ò That means God is good when our 

enemies are getting the upper hand. God is good when you are the victim of a 

misunderstanding or when you have lost your job and do not know how you are 

going to pay the bills. During those times, it may be more difficult to recall God's 

goodness. During those times, we have to reach down into what we know, not 

what we feel, and on purpose declare that no matter what, God is good. 

 In Matthew 28:20, Jesus says, ñAnd remember I am with you always, to 

the end of the age.ò When bad things happen, Jesus is not taking a vacation. In 

Romans 8:28 Paul tells us, ñAnd we know that God causes everything to work 

together for the good of those who love God and are called according to his pur-

pose for them.ò In Jeremiah 29:11, the Prophet Jeremiah quotes God as saying, ñI 

know what I'm doing. I have it all planned outðplans to take care of you, not 

abandon you, plans to give you the future you hope for.ò Meditating on those 

verses helps me get back on track. Jesus is with me. Everything will work out for 

good. Godôs got a plan to take care of me. O yeah. God is good. All the time.

 Whatever you are facing today, remember 

that God is good all the time. I repeat: God is good 

all the time. Godôs goodness has delivered us so far, 

and Godôs goodness will continue to deliver us. 

Godôs goodness surrounds us like a shield. God is 

abounding in grace towards us and is committed to 

finishing all the good things that God has started in 

us.
